§ 6306, Authority to vest title in tangible personal property for

The head of an executive agency may vest titie in tangible per-
sonal property in a nonprofit institution of higher education or 1n B
nonprofit organization whose primary purpose s conducting acien-
tific research—

(1} when the property is bought with amounts provided under
B procurement contract, grant agreement, or cooperative egres
ment with the institution or organization to conduct besie Or
spnlied scientific research;

(2! when the head of the agency decides the vesting furthers
the ohjectives of the agency,
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(3t without further cbligation to the United States Govern-
ment; and

{4} under conditions the head of the agency considers
appropriate.

This r:hafter does not require an executive ncy to establish
only one relationship between the United States Government and a
State, a local government, or other recipient on a jointly financed
project involving amounts from more than one program or appropri-
ation when different relationships would otherwise be appropriate
for different parts of the project.

A, Background

On Octcher 23, 1988, the president
sigred inta taw the Deparment of the
Interior and Related Agencies
Apprapriatinns Act for Fiscal Year 1580
(“the &ct'). Section 319 of the Act
amended title 31, United Statzs Code, by
adding a new section 1352, entitled
“Limitation oo use of appropriated funds
torinftuerce ceMain Federal contracting
and financial transactons.” Section 1352
1ok effect with respect to Federal
canlracts, granls, ioans, coaperative
aprecments, loon insurance
comeaitments, and loan gearantes
commitments that were or are antergd
into more then B0 days afler the date of
the enactman! of the Act. i.e.. December
23, 15983,

Seclion 1352 required the Directar of
the Cffice of Management and Budget
[OME] to issue governmentwide
guidance For agency implemeantation of,
anrd compliance with, the requirementa
of this section. The Conference Report

-
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indicated that the conferees "expect Lhal
all agencien ehall expediliously
pramulgale regulations to (mplement the
requirements of this section, and that sl
such regulations ehell be uniform and
shal] comply with the government-wide
guidance issued by the Office of
hanagemenl and Budgel pursuant lo
paragraph (b){7}. Also, major agenciee,
as designated by OMB. shall issue a
common rule complving with 1he
guidance issued by OMB."

On December 18, 1983, OMB ismed
interim final governmeniwide guidance.
This guidance was published on
December 20, 1989 [54 FR 52306-52332).
